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Abstract

Malaysia has achieved remarkable economic progress as a multi-ethnic nation.
With the exception of the communal riots of May 13, 1969, its citizens have generally
lived in peace and harmony together. In terms of economic growth and political
stability, its performance has been outstanding among developing countries.

As an ethnic community, the Chinese face numerous problems. From a historical
point of view, the Malays often regard the Chinese as foreign arrivals. Arising from
complex factors in historical development, the Malays are able to enjoy special
privileges that are denied to other communities. Malaysian cultural development has
long been under the shadow of local politics and subjected to ethnic sensitivities. In the
context of intractable ethnic considerations, issues of culture have always constituted a
responsibility and a challenge to the Chinese, and have often elicited diverse responses
from the community. Chinese leaders realize that Chinese identity depends on keeping
their culture alive, but how this may be achieved remains a critical problem. In the
context of a multi-ethnic and multi-cultural country, the manner of moulding Chinese
culture in the qualitative and quantitative sense is a matter of debate. Issues of concern
also include agreement on the best way to define the scope of "Chinese education" and
the approach of political leaders to various issues. History shows that Chinese leaders
differ widely in their viewpoints on cultural issues and have basically determined the
cultural scene of the Chinese community today.

This paper will focus on past and present presidents of the Malaysian Chinese
Association (MCA), the largest political party of the Chinese, in an attempt to examine
their ideas and actions in dealing with cultural issues of the Chinese in the past half a
century.
